  WCA Science & Mathematics Fair 
Project Regulations and Restrictions 
The following project restrictions and regulations have been adopted by the WCA Math & Science Departments along with the WCA Administration to insure safety for all of our participants. Most of the regulations listed are ISEF-mandated while others are simply common sense policies that have been documented in the event of any questions. A student may appeal these policies to the SRC/IRB, but must have extremely good reasons why an exception should be granted.  The SRC/IRB has the final word. If you still have questions after reviewing this listing, please contact your Science Teacher to resolve any issues BEFORE you begin experimentation!
● Projects involving human subjects must receive prior approval of the SRC/IRB. Approval is obtained solely through the submittal of the appropriate paperwork to include: 
○ Human Subjects (ISEF Form 4) - 1 per project 
○ Informed Consent (Self-designed Form following ISEF Informed Consent Guidelines) - 1 for every subject used. 
● Projects involving human and/or animal tissue (including blood, teeth, organs, body fluids) must receive prior approval of the SRC/IRB. Approval is obtained solely through the submittal of the appropriate paperwork to include:
○ Human and Animal Tissues (Form 6A and/or 6B) – 1 each per project
○ Qualified Scientist Form (Form 2) – 1 per project
● Projects involving vertebrate animals (including fish) must receive prior approval of the SRC/IRB. This does not include projects where animals are observed in their natural environment (watching birds at a feeder). Approval is obtained solely through the submittal of the appropriate paperwork to include:
○ Qualified Scientist Form (Form 2) – 1 per project
○ Non-Human Vertebrate Animals (Form 5A and/or 5B) – 1 each per project
● Projects involving weapons (e.g. firearms, knives, bow and arrow, homemade or purchased explosives/fireworks) are prohibited. A general rule of thumb is that if it is not allowed be demonstrated at school, it should not be attempted at home. 
● Projects involving combustion & combustible materials and/or fire prevention measures must be approved by the SRC/IRB. Model rocketry and other projects that seem to be in a gray area of the Restrictions & Safety Guidelines Section (below), can possibly be attempted with adequate adult supervision, but they must be approved by the SRC/IRB.  Approval is obtained solely through the submittal of the appropriate paperwork to include:
○ Qualified Scientist Form (Form 2) – 1 per project
○ Risk Assessment (Form 3) – 1 per project
● Projects involving the use of cars/trucks or other ride-on motorized vehicles are strictly prohibited.
